 High School Choir Classroom Policies	
2017-2018


Classroom Goals:
· Develop Students performing abilities into the Proficient to Excelling Music according to the Washington State Arts Standards
· Develop the students understanding of music
· Develop Students as Leaders within the Community
· Develop Students responsibilities within the academic settings
· Develop Students connection and personalization with Music

Classroom Expectations:
· Students will be on time.
· Students will practice music to achieve perfection.
· Students will treat others with respect.  This includes peers, staff, and guests.
· Students’ cell phones will be put away unless it is part of a class activity.
· Students’ hats or hood will not be worn while inside in the classroom.  
· Students will not eat food during class

Grading:
Students will be graded on the following items.
· Daily Attendance – Students will receive 2 points per day.  1 Point will be for Attendance, and 1 Point will be for Participation.  Students who are removed from class for discipline reasons will forfeit their daily points.
· Performance –Students will receive points for each Evening Concert performance. Students who miss a performance due to extenuating circumstances will be required to complete an assignment to regain those points.  Sporting events are not valid reasons to miss a performance.
· Quizzes –Students will be required to demonstrate proficiency on various scales and passages of music.  These will be worth 20 points each.
· Music Theory – Students will learn the basics of Music Theory to enhance their musical knowledge.  Worksheets will be given throughout the year and a quiz will be given on the knowledge gained.
· Practice – Students will receive 5 points per week for practice. Practice Sheets will be provided and collected every Monday.  
· Special Projects – Students will be required to complete a project throughout the year.  This project will be worth 30 points.  

Attendance:
	High School choir is a participation class.  Points are given every day for participation.  It is important that students are on time and in attendance to receive the maximum points possible.  Students that are absent for any reason will be required to practice the current music for 20 minutes for each day that they are gone.  Students will have two (2) weeks to turn in a signed note from a parent, indicating what days they practiced and for what days they missed.  It is the Students’ responsibility to stay up to date on missing days and turning in make-up time.  


Performances:
	We will have multiple performances this year which include, but are not limited to: Concerts, Competitions, and Exhibitions.  It is important to remember that this is a performance based class and therefore, performances during and after school will be scheduled.  
· Evening concerts at the school are required to successfully pass the class.  Failure to attend the evening concerts will result in a failing grade for the quarter in which they are assigned.  Students who miss due to extenuating circumstances will be given an alternative assignment when requested.  
· Competitions and Exhibitions such as Mass Choir and Festival are not required for a grade.  While there is an expectation that you will participate, you will not be deducted points for non-participation.  You MUST be in rehearsal the week before, or you will not attend the competition.  You also must be successful in your other classes to participate as well no disciplinary issues.  That means you must be passing your other classes to go.    


Practice:
	You will be required to complete a MINIMUM of one (1) hour of practice per week.  This counts for all week in which there is class.  Practice logs will be turned in on Monday and returned on Tuesday.  Practice is worth 5 points a week.  You will have one week to turn in “Late” Practice for full credit.  After one week, you will receive a zero (0) for points.  Each student is responsible for turning in their practice log.    

Instruments:
	Students should respect other peoples’ instruments and equipment, including the schools.  Instruments and equipment are very expensive and can cost a lot of money to fix.  Anyone found to be tampering with or destroying another person property will be removed from Band and be fined the cost of repair or replacement.   School instruments are off limits unless it is required for your part.  The piano is not to be played.  Students who violate these expectations will be dealt with accordingly.  

Concert Attire:
	Students will be required to wear their uniforms at all performances.  The uniform includes a vest and bowtie that is provided by the school.  Along with the vest and bowtie, students must wear black dress pants, black socks and black dress shoes, and a white tuxedo shirt.  Dress pants cannot be jeans.  Students can purchase their shirt through the school and use booster money for their concert attire.  Students who cannot afford these items need to let me know so arrangements can be made.  Failure to dress appropriately, will amount to losing points from the performances.  




Music Boosters:
	Students and Parents are encouraged to be a part of the Onalaska Music Booster Club.  Money that a student has earned will be placed in an account for them to use towards anything music related.  This may include, but is not limited to: Shirts, Trips, Instrument Repairs, and Performance fees.  Meetings will be held each month.  

C.H.A.R.M.S
Each student will be issued an account with C.H.A.R.M.S., which is a cloud based management system.  Through this system, students will be able to manage their music account, which will include recordings, financial records through the booster club, inventory, and communication.  There will be access for parents as well and training will be provided throughout the year.  It is a good way to manage your student’s account.
